He
discussed issues regarding safety and security
within CISD. He shared that the District currently
has an AED (Automated External Defibrillator) on
every secondary campus and will soon have one on
each campus. The District also has provided
approximately 1,500 security cameras and has
redesigned many of the front entrance areas of
schools to enhance a safe and secure environment.
Dr. Stockton reported that the District and
Montgomery County have seen a rise in drug use
and assured the council that an aggressive approach
is being used to discourage this behavior. Council
members were treated to a visit by “Officer Duncan”
who is the drug dog that routinely and randomly
visits district facilities to aid in eliminating illegal
drugs from our campuses.

Dr. Chris Hines, Interim Associate Superintendent of
Schools, presented information to educate parents
about the dangers, pressures and consequences of
drug use and abuse. Basic facts about CISD and the
Nation were shared. Sherry Sunderman,
Coordinator of Guidance and Counseling, provided
a list of ways that children are influenced and
suggestions for what parents, schools and the
community can do to fight the drug war.
