The Conroe Independent School District values the contributions made by its many volunteers
who diligently work to support our outstanding students, teachers, and programs. It is our goal to
provide a safe environment for our students and visitors. Since 2007, we require all school
volunteers to complete a volunteer application online. In completing the application, volunteers
will be submitting information for the purpose of conducting a criminal history check. The
District will obtain the criminal history record of all prospective volunteers who will be working
with students, including but not limited to, camp counselors, mentors, tutors, field trip sponsors,
overnight trip sponsors, any volunteers who will have access to student information, and
volunteers who work on a regular basis with students (Board Policy GKG). This check will not
be required for one-time volunteers who may work at a special event such as a carnival. The
background check is strictly confidential and will be processed through the CISD Department of
Human Resources.

Click on Volunteer in CISD (Application).

Click on the highlighted Volunteer Application link.
